Right now I’m looking for someone to work in the 

vineyard.  The months for this work are pretty much from now till first week in October.  This is fairly 

hard manual work to be doing day in and day out.  So, being physically fairly fit would be a good thing.  

Also, if you’re able to work whether hot or cold.  We have times like now when we’re working and it’s 

40F outside and other times we are working when it’s 95F outside.  The work still needs to get done.  

So… anyone up for a challenge, let me know.  Also, if that person would like additional work hours, if 

they’re able/willing to work in the store, we can probably provide full time work for any said individuals. 

    The store work, this season we’re going to need probably five people or so.  This work starts primarily 

back up in April when we switch to four days a week.  The work and thus also the staffing increases from 

April all the way to October.  After that, the hours slowly start dropping.  This is part time work.   

   As with any work at the winery, the more jobs that a person is able/willing to do, the more hours we 

can get someone.
